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A new state-of-the-art addition

for students at The Janus School is

on track to be completed in Decem-
ber, one month ahead of schedule.

On Friday, students, staff and
supporters of the school celebrated
progress in the construction proj-
ect. State Sen. Mike Brubaker also

The independent nonprofit
school at 205 Lefever Road, Mount
Joy, serves students from 15 cen-
tral Pennsylvania counties diag-

nosed with Asperger’s syndrome,
attention-deficit disorder, attention-
deficit hyperactivity disorder and
dyslexia. ;

The two-story 12,500-square-
foot addition will house a gynm/mul-
tipurpose room with a stage, art
and pottery rooms, an “imagineer-
ing” room where students can cre-
ate special projects, a music room,
two multimedia rooms, a kitchen
and cafeteria and math and science
labs.

The existing facility underwent
major renovations earlier this
summer that included reconfigur-

ing classrooms, upgrading secu-
rity, telephone and fire systems,
revamping the lobby and reception
area, new administrative offices,
boys’ and girls’ locker rooms and a
teacher workroom.

Deb Kost, head of The Janus
School, said the addition and reno-
vations will maximize students’ po-
tential.

_ “The space lends itself to learn-
ing,” Kost said.

Once the addition is complete,
student capacity will be 125, Kost
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
