Lancaster Lebanon Reading Council 

Spring Banquet 
 

 On April 16, 2008, Cynthia Richter and Debbie 

Staudt attended the Lancaster Lebanon Reading 

Councilôs spring banquet to hear Dr. David Chard 

from Southern Methodist University speak on teach-

ing struggling readers.  He emphasized that all stu-

dents need direct instruction in developing phonemic 

awareness and phonics.  The next step is to improve 

studentsô reading fluency.  These steps are the foun-

dation for reading instruction at the Janus School.  

Dr. Chardôs research focused on teaching students in 

the bottom 5% of the class in inner city public 

schools how to read.  When his team was not content 

with the slow, but steady progress the students were 

making, instructional time on building reading flu-

ency was increased to 45 minutes a day.  Dr. Chard 
(Continued on page 6) 
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says that improving reading fluency will simultane-

ously improve word recognition and decoding skills.  

Improved reading fluency usually leads to improved 

reading comprehension, as students are able to think 

critically about what they are reading instead of 

working to decode each word.

Language Essentials for Teachers of 

Reading and Spelling 
 

 Julee Brown and Jen Risser have and will be 

attended Language Essentials for Teachers of Read-

ing and Spelling (LETRS) workshops.  The LETRS 

trainings are designed to provide teachers with re-

search-based principles of reading development, 

reading difficulties, and reading instruction.  There 

are a total of 12 modules that break down reading 

and writing into different components of reading.  

Both Jen and Julee attended Module 1: ñThe Chal-

lenge of Learning to Readò, which was an overview 

course covering good reading habits, how children 

learn to read and why it is difficult, as well as com-

mon symptoms and causes of reading difficulty. 

Jen will be attending module 2 in April and module 3 

in May.  Module 2 is entitled, ñThe Speech Sounds 

of English: Phonetics, Phonology, and Phoneme 

Awarenessò, and module 3 is entitled, ñSpellography 

for Teachers: How English Spelling Worksò. 

Julee will attend module 4, ñThe Mighty Word: 

Building Vocabulary and Oral Languageò and mod-

ule 11 entitled, ñWriting: A Road to Reading Com-

prehensionò in May. 

 Both Julee and Jen are excited about these train-

ing opportunities and look forward to using the infor-

mation in their classes.
